Carolina, on Tuesday, June 13, 2023, as prescribed by state law.  The purpose of the election is to elect a 

Council member to fill the vacancy of a term which expires December 31, 2023. The filing opens on 

Thursday, April 6, 2023, at Noon and closes on Friday, April 28, 2023, at Noon.  Candidates must be 

qualified voters of the city and must have resided within the city for at least four months prior to the date 

of this election (as of February 13, 2023).  Candidates may file in the office of the City Clerk at the 

Building and Planning Department, 196 Laurel Street.  At the time of filing, candidates must submit proof 

of residency, a Statement of Candidacy, and pay the filing fee of $325.  A Statement of Economic Interest 

must be filed online at the SC State Ethics Commission website (http://ethics.sc.gov).   

 

QUALIFICATIONS FOR VOTING 

Every person offering to vote must be duly registered on the Horry County books of registration as an 

elector at the precinct in which he offers to vote thirty (30) days prior to the election. The last day to 

register to vote in this Special Municipal Election is May 12, 2023.

Registered electors who cannot vote in person may be eligible to vote absentee by mail.    Voters who 

would like more information about absentee voting by mail you should contact the Horry County Voters 

Registration Office located at 1515 4th Avenue, Conway. 

 

The absentee ballots will be opened and examined in the Elections office, located at 1515 4th Avenue, at 9 

a.m. on Tuesday, June 13, 2023. 

 

At the close of the election, tallying of results will be held in City Council Chambers, 229 Main Street, 

Conway.  If a run-off election is necessary, said run-off election will be held on Tuesday, June 27, 2023.
